Religious Education and Worldviews is timetabled 
in weekly. At special times during the Christian 

Calendar additional time may be dedicated to RE. 
We also have RE days and visits to places of 
worship and met people of faith and other 

worldviews. 
 

Religious Education and Worldviews is taught 
creatively through art, music, dance and drama. 

Any written work is held to a high standard.  
 

Monitoring and Assessment 
 

Children are assessed at the beginning and 
the end of each topic.  

 
Children are assessed using formative and 
summative teacher assessment, tasks and 

tests.

The desired impact is that children will 
understand a range of religions and
